The Arizona Study Program (ASP) was started in 1958 to provide a consecutive and
comprehensive plan of music study designed to motivate and encourage the student to
strive for growth and excellence.

The Arizona Study Program is a 12-year graded course of study developed by ASMTA
to provide for the development of musical Performance, Theory and Technique.

It is organized in terms of the twelve years of public school, with one level for each of
the years a student would be enrolled in school. It requires continual work throughout
the year and is evaluated each spring by a master adjudicator and a written theory test.
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
